Principia policy requiresstudent heath insurance coverage at a minimum of $75,000 for all Principia studerts to
insure carecosts for injuries sustained in school-related acivities This letter is about the verificaion details for
insured students, and insurance options for currertly uninsured studerts. For further information, pleag see
atachmertsto thisletter.

VERIFICATION OF INSURANCE FOR INSURED STUDENTS
New athletic students must submit this information to the Safety and Risk Management office by July 25 in order to
attend sports camp.

2. Returni ng Students-Different Insurance: If astudert is returning and the insurance provider haschanged,
plea® send a copy of the front and back of the insurance card to Cardyn Burns (see#1 above).

3. New Students-Already Insured: If a student is already covered by student/dependernt heath insurance,
plea® serd a copy of the dependent care insurance card aspart of your errolimert proces. A copy of the
front and back of the cardmust be faxed or emailed by August 15 to Cardyn Burns (see#l above).. Plea®
be sure to indicate the name of your studert(s) if the card isin your name.

4. New Students-Parents work at Principia: If a studerntOsarerts are coveredby PrincipiaD#$rinCare Plus
Health Insurance, pleas notify Carolyn Burns (see#1 above).

5. New Students-Canadians. If you are from Carada, your studert may be covered through your province,
provided the Heath Insurance Plan office is notified before he/she leawes for Principia. If so, pleag serd
proof of thisinsurance to Camlyn Burns (see#l above).

6. New Students-Uninsured: If astudent needs insurance coverage, plea® visit the Serving Christian
Sciertists (SCS) welbsite for complete details of a programundemwrittenby Monumertal Life Insurance
Compary (seep.3 for details). The cost is $20.20 per month per studert for 12 months ($242.40 per year).
Note: Principiareimbursesdirecty to the parert the $100 SCS deductible for Christian Science carefor
injuriesreaulting from school -related activitiesin order that students have uninhibitedacess to Christian
Scierce practitioner care in these situations.
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7. New Students-Uninsured Internationals: If insurance camot be obtained for intermational studerts,
Principia has arranged with J. W. Terrill for an insurance coverage policy for intermational students called
Principia Intermational Student Care (PISC). The cost of this coverage is $242.40 per student (see p.3 for
further details). If you have not already provided proof of other insurance by August 15, your interrational
studert will auomaicaly be errolled in PISC and the studentO<Principia accaint billed You may wish to
obtain other insuranceto coverinstancesof illness.

AUTOMATIC ENROLLMENT FOR UNINSURED OR UNVERIFIED STUDENTS

8. All students-Automatic Enrollment: Whether you are uninsured, do not send verificaton of coverag, or
otherwise, if we do not hearfrom you by August 15, your studert(s) will auomatcaly be errolledin PSC
(seep.3 for details) at a cost of $500 per studert per yearwhich will be charged to your studentOsPrincipia
accaunt.

Pleag know that the Christian Science nurses who staff our care facilities on both campuses are available to
studerts on a 24/7 bads to meetevery studenOgare needs at no charge.

Principia International StudentCare (PISC)

Accident Coverage
Administeredby J. W. Terrill Benefit Services

This is an accdent-only, deperdent studert insurance plan exclusively for Principia intermational students who
otherwise camot obtain insurance. It is availabe to cover only studert injuriesreaulting from accidents occuring in
Principia school-related activities

Someof the featuresof the PISC Plan are asfollows:

Christian Science Care: Thisinsurance coversChristian Science care costs at 100% with no deductible.

Maximum PISC Coverage per incident: Up to $75,000 - acciderts only

Annual Premium Cost to International Students only: $242.40 per studert per yea, payalde in one
lump sum or in monthly paymerts of $24.24 for 10 months (if paymerts begn in August), billed to your
studentO$rincipia account.

Medical Care Costs: This insurance provides80% of medcal carecosts but hasa $200 deductible. This
means $200 would be paid by the studert or studertOgamily direcly to a medcal provider. Costs above
$200 would be paid 80% by PISC and 20% by the studert or the studerntOgamily, up to $10,000.

Maximum Out-of-Pocket Medical Expense: The maxmum medcal expenses paid by a studert or
family would be $2,200 for accdent care costs up to $10,000, and then PISC would cover costs from
$10,001 to $75,000 at 100%.

Third Party Administrator: PrincipiaemgdoysJ. W. Terill Berefit Servicesto administer the PISC plan
Callege parerts, a claim form and insurance card will be sert to your studert(s) from J. W. Terrill. St
Louis campus parerts, you will receive aclaim form and aninsurance cardfrom J. W. Tenill.

What the PISC Plan doesnot cover:

IlInesses. Thisisanaccident-only planand doesnot coveredtreamert for illneses

Injuries from non-Principia school-related acivities The PISC Plan only covers Principia studerts who
incur care expenses as a reallt of an accident occuring within the scope of a Principia school-related
activity.

Care expersesreallting from accidents incurred at home or outside of a school-related activity.

Students who attend schools other than Principia.

Pregription medcaton. The PISCPlandoesnot cover presription medcaion.

Dear Principia Paents, Sponsors, and Studerts,

This letter providessome helpful background informaion regarding Christian Science and PrincipiaOgolicy for
studert heath insurarce.

School-Related Activities: Sclool-related actvitiesand athletic competition, in particular, provide some of the
most important opportunities for character developmert in the Principia experierce: limits are challenged,
obstacles are overcome, and physca challerges are heded At Principia, OFist AidO mears reliance on
Christian Science for healing.

The purpose of PrincipiaOstudert heath insurance policy is to promote heath safety; to comply with athletic
association ard legal requiremerts; ard to protectthe funds that Principia holds in trust to educate future Christian
Sciertists.

MSHAA & NCAA /Legal Compliance: National Collegate Athletic Association (ONCAAO)regulations recuire
a minimum of $75,000 in student heakh insurance coverage. These requirements preclude hundreds of Principia
student-athletes (35-40% of students) from practcing or playing any NCAA sport until proof of heakh insurance
coverage is provided [NCAA By-Laws 3.2.4.8; 3.2.4.8.1(b); and 3.2.4.8.3]. The same badc studert health
insurarnce requiremert is also in placefor the hundreds of Principians on our St Louis campus who are governed
by the Missouri State High School Activities Association. [See ByBlaw 309(b), MSHSAA Handbook, p.43
(2007/08).] Obey-the-law heath insurance requirements do not fall exclusively within the reaim of athletics
Other Principia Callege programssuch as Student Employmert (60-75% of college studernts) ard the International
Student Program have state and federal regulations requiring studert heath carecoverage for those activitiesthat
Principia must comply with in order for those programsto exist. [820 ILCS 305 etseq, and 22 CFR 62.14(a)]

Promoting Health Safety and Limiting Liability Exposure: With regectto heath safety and fiscal/liakility
exposure, a majority of Principia College studerts were already covered under their parentsOfamily heath
policies even before Principia adopted its insurance care policy in 2004. At that time among those who were
uninsured, there had beenrecurring instancesof: unmet careneeds; Principia paymert of carebills; and claims
against the Principia treasury. Unmet care needs cagsinvolved uninsured studerts who were unwilling to contact
a practitioner or a physician because of expense and the challenge wasnot properly hardled. In othersinstances
careservicesweredelayed or withheld for wart of student insurance coverage. In some of these, Principia paid
for the requeged carein order for the serviceto be provided\ x-rays, setting of fractures surgery, eftc. In others
there were claims brought against Principia by uninsured former studernts with current unpaid care bills from
unhandledinjury challengesreaulting from some pag school-related activity participation.

Pdicy 4 of the Pupose and Pdicies of The Principia sets the expeciatiionN not requiremenN that all students,
facuty ard staff will rely on Christian Scierce for heaing. This expectation yields healing fruitage every day
acress our campuses but it does not prevert temporary resort to the medcal asa mater of individual choice]
Pdicy 4, Pupose ard Pdiciesof the Principia, Education at Principia (ORAPQ p.229]. In short, studert negect
with regpectto anunmet care needor heath challenge is the only careregponse that is not an option at Principia
and we are grateful that the few above-described instancesof nedect of appropriate care inappropriate Principia
treasiry expense, and unacceptable fiscal exposure have beensubstartially eliminated since PrincipiaOstudert
insurance policy wasinitiatedin 2004.

Choice Of Care: Whenphysical challergesareencounteredat Principia, it is helpful to consider the following:
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OMaenbers of the facuty, staff, and studert body will be expectedto rely on Christian
Sciercefor heaingO(Pdicy 4, Purpose and Policiesof The Principia).

Principia recagnizesthat the ethics of Christian Scierce demand reect for the individual familyOsreedom of
choice in selecing Christian Science or medcal care In eachcas, the choice is always made by the family
ard/or the individual studert, asappropriate, on the bads of the higheg serse of right under the circumgancesat
hand. That said, the experience of countless Principia studerts from the pre-school through the Callege recads
acertury of heaing that echoesMrs. EddyOsvords:

Ohe prophylaciic and therapeutic (thatis, the prevertive and curative arts) belong
emphatically to Christian Science, aswould be readly seen if psychology, or the Sciernce of
Spirit, God, wasunderstoodO(Science and Hedth with Keyto the Scriptures 369:23).

OMnd goverrs the body, not partially but wholly. | submitted my metaphysical system of
treaing disea® to the broades practical teds. Since then this system has gradually gained
ground, and has proved itself, wherever sciertifically emdoyed, to be the most effective
curative agert in medcal practiceO(Science and Heath with Key to the Scriptures 111:25).
